Dakota). John has done a lot of research on both Ghost and Spooks and has researched about
many kinds of Angels.

Mr. Hank Williams, which I am sure he is not the Hank Williams you may be thinking of.
Mr. Hank Williams, is a Native American from Oklahoma. A friend of ours is of the same Native
Americans tribe from Oklahoma that his grandfather and his father and he really did furnished
horses, out to Holly Wood, California and also, they made mostly many trips with horses out to
Sedona, AZ. for the many western movies Holly Wood also made there. You will soon
understand his connection to this.

Mr. Winston Brown was a Native American from Oklahoma. I, John Wiskus and Bonnie
Wiskus Square danced and Winston Brown who is /was also a Square Dancer in the same Square
Dance Club and we are personal friends. Now, for Hank, when he was down on his poker luck,
he kind of pushed Winston to let him stay with him, ah, there at his home for a time. Any way
Hank had a rare stroke of luck. Hank Williams won a lot of money (well, he did win a few
hundreds of dollars) and he also won the - 39 old Journals from back in 1849 - 1855. Hank was
sure his real rich friend back in Penn. would front him, Hank and for him to take those old
journals on out to Holly Wood, California and get those old journals to be made into a Holly
Wood movie and then Hank, would be also be really rich and then he could drink all he ever
wanted and with all his free time. Hank left those 39 - old journals at Winston’s home. Hank
went out to Penn. on a bus.

He had a two - way ticket on the bus and would have well over $500 left to use when he got
out there to Penn. A few days later Winston received a call from the big city Police out in Penn.
They found a dead drunk, that had been beaten up and rolled and he was killed in a nasty dark



alley altercation. All he had in his clothes is an ID and a piece of paper with Winston’s name,
address, and phone number.

Winston got his Native American tribe from Oklahoma to claim Hank and bring Hank back
and Hank got his service and Hank was buried out on and in their Indian land.

Winston showed me and handed those old journals over to me, which were from back in
1849 on up to 1855. From a family that moved from Iowa on out to Montana. Winston knew I
was from Iowa. Okay, but how did those journals get to Oklahoma? Winston had no idea.
Winston asked me to take them, or he was going to burn them, that he didn’t want them. He
knew of no other person who would take them or may even want them. This was back in 1984
down in Lawton, Oklahoma. Those old journals are now joined together and are in here as these
stories and as a series of story parts.

What you may look forward to upcoming parts to be reading about in these up - coming
story parts series. Later: The Sunday worship service (in a following part) today went well, and
they had lunch in the side room of the “High Water Hotel and Café” over in St. Charles, MO.

The women there got the bride, Miss Joanne off and sat her off in the one café side room.

Had Miss Joanne to wait for her Church wedding service time this afternoon. The men got
him off and had him in the other hotel café side room and got his lunch. The woman did the
same with her. They will move him over to the Church just before their wedding time and others
would have her there by 2:00 PM.

Sarah is the young
girl who fell from a horse at age - 9 and a half, and that was when she became blind. Then Sarah

“I’m not getting married. I’m not having any wedding.”

Hannah (her home teacher for being blind) took this to mean she is never planning her
wedding because she is a blind and still young, as she is almost an age 14 - year — old girl.
Hannah nods back to her. OoPpSs. She is blind. Hannah says “Okay.”

“Hannah. Aren’t you up set with me? I’m not going to get married. I’m not having any
wedding.

“I’m still going to have a boy baby for my Pa. I have his name all picked out. Want to
know his name is to be?”

“You have any idea what you are saying? No wedding.”

“Yes.” She stood there; she is blind, but she is looking right at her blind in home teacher for
her to live being blind, soon on her own and for her School Teacher, Miss Hannah.

“Mountain Keya prayed for you, asked you if you trust God. You said, yes, that you trust
God. You said you loved God. Also, that you trusted HIM, God. Don’t you care?”

“God don’t care about me; no one really cares about me. I’m going to doing it ‘MY’ way.”

“All the prayers that were said for you. God is making you well. You are fixed now. Well,
almost, all better again. A lot of people are praying for you.

“You even said so yourself, you are now God’s child.”
“Changed my mind. Who will want to marry me, with me being blind?”

“You are soon going to be 14 - years old; I don’t see how you are going to have a baby. For
you to have a baby boy for your father.”

“That part of me is not broken!” ...

OoPpSs. Hannah is beside herself with Sarah. Hannah needs to go have a talk with Lois
about this, her and then with Reverend James too. And then have Reverend James and Lois to
go talk with Sarah. (Talk with - not talk to.)

Sarah is again feeling down on herself, she has jumped back over to her old ways, back to
her way or no way. She thinks only of herself again, she is a broken young woman. Hannah also
has feelings for her to soon to get married. ...

Hannah says, “You are 13 - years old, not a two - year - old. Is not my any kind of my job to
take care of any baby for you.



“It will be hard to find others to do that for you.” ...
